April 15, 2009

Call to Order:

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Farmer at 4:30 p.m.

Approval of Minutes:

Motion was made by Troy Beets, seconded by Melinda Hillman, to approve the minutes of the
April 8, 2009 meeting. The motion passed on a voice vote.

Hearing of Delegations:

No one requested to speak at this time.

Later in the meeting Troy Beets asked the Chairman if he could yield the floor to Dana May who
came into the meeting late.

(now living at 245 Foxfire Lane)

Mr. May told the committee that when the spill occurred his fiancée was pregnant and TVA
moved them out of their house on Sportsman Club Road. It was his understanding that they
made a deal to visit the situation again in four months and renew the deal. When he contacted
them recently he was told that the deal was that he would go back to his house at the end of four
months. He said they told him he had to move his family by the end of April. Melinda Hillman
reiterated again that we have asked for TVA's policy on property being bought and not bought.
We need to know what parameters TVA is using.

Report by Bobby Renfro:

Bobby reported that TVA is putting to rest the fly ash that is on the land. They are putting in pipes
that will carry clean water and it will come all the way to the river. Dirty water comes into a holding
pond. They are placing green flex-coat over the ash to hold it in place till they decide what to do
with it. Three dredges are operating. Bobby has talked to neighbors and they say the noise is
not as bad as they thought it would be. Paving is underway on Swan Pond Road and may be
done by tomorrow. Melinda had a question about the flex-coat.

Valuation of “Image Loss Impact” Discussion:

Chairman Farmer brought up the subject of how we can substantiate what the “image loss
impact” is on Roane County as a result of the December 22, 2008 ash spill. A discussion
followed as to how to quantify damages to an image. Several good ideas were brought up: It
could be the PR firm that is chosen could perform this task; Roane State might have some people
who would be willing to help us gather data, etc. The subject will be re-visited after the bids for
the Public Relations firm are opened tomorrow afternoon.

Mike appointed a sub-committee to evaluate the bids. The sub-committee will consist of Mike
Farmer, Troy Beets, Chris Mason, Brillo Miller, Jill Murphy and Lynn Farnham.
