Minutes
Long Term Recovery Committee
April 8, 2009

Call to Order:
Chairman Farmer called the meeting to order at 4:30 p.m. He advised the committee that Matt
Caldwell has resigned due to the possibility of future conflicts and the City of Kingston is

considering ratification of the appointment of Tony Brown as his replacement on the committee.

Approval of Minutes:

Troy Beets mentioned that there was one typographical error and then made a motion that the
April 1, 2009 minutes be approved with the error corrected. Chris Mason seconded the motion.
The motion passed on a voice vote.

Hearing of Deleqgations:

Chairman Farmer advised the public that this was their chance to speak.

Rick Cantrell addressed the committee. He said that he attended the workshop for Kingston City
Council and he wanted to tell the committee that we are dealing with a bully. He commented that
if each City goes off on its on agenda we, as a county, will be split. Stay together and hit them full
force. Chairman Farmer said that the committee has taken the position that the Long Term
Recovery Committee is the entity that is dealing with TVA and TVA has accepted the committee's
role. We believe that we are best served if we go to TVA as one voice.

Randy Martens addressed the committee. He said that he has a concern that TVA will go before
the State of Tennessee and ask for immunity for any damages.

TVA Update:

Ron Hall addressed the committee on behalf of TVA. (1) He said that Bobby Renfro has been
given free access to the TVA site and has visited on two occasions. Bobby said that he was there
for a total of 3 %2 hours; (2) Dredging has begun with three dredges and 20,000 yards have been
recovered — the contractor for dredging is Trans-Ash; (3) A temporary processing area has been
lined and there are 17,000 wicks drains, more or less; (4) TVA is still evaluating short-term and
long-term disposal options — truck, rail and barge — and has people looking at dry ash conversion;
(5) The scrubber goes on line this fall and TVA is re-visiting issues and alternatives; (6) Swan
Pond Circle is open, Hassler Mill has been paved, and Swan Pond Road is being worked on and
hopefully by the end of next week paving will be completed; (7) TVA has reduced night time work
at the site to eliminate noise and lighting issues; (8) Dust is being controlled by either using a
combination of flex terra which encapsulates and forms a crust over the ash or by keeping it wet;
(9) Passed out pictures for the committee to view — Dike 2 — Swan Pond ebayment area — in the
process of constructing settling ponds; (10) Cenosphere recovery is ongoing and the dredging is
not generating a lot of cenospheres; (11) Surface sampling and air sampling continue, there have
been 30,000 plus real-time particulate samples; (12) As for communications, the Open House at
Roane State was beneficial; there was a meeting with residents of Lakeshore, and meeting with
residents of Swan Pond Road.
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
