Minutes
Long Term Recovery Committee
April 22, 2009

Call to Order:
The meeting was called to order to Chairman Farmer at 4:30 p.m.

Approval of Minutes:
Motion was made by Troy Beets, seconded by Chris Mason, to approve the minutes of the April

15, 2009 meeting. The motion passed on a voice vote.

Hearing of Delegations:

Rick Cantrell - Commented about TVA's plan to get immunity from lawsuits and how it would
affect this committee. The decision will be made in about three months. Mr. Cantrell urged the
committee to contact legislators to help in getting health screenings for individuals. Chris Mason
asked what group needs to be targeted. Mr. Cantrell said anyone who has a doctor who says the
fly ash has harmed their health,

Steve Scarborough, Chairman of the Tennessee State Conservation Commission, has a TDEC
ID - mentioned that Lincaln Davis had emailed a copy of a letter he sent to Tom Kilgore,
President and CEO of TVA requesting that TVA address several items. Mr. Scarborough is
interested in this committee’s position on TVA's request for immunity. He doesn’t see how it could
be a good idea for Roane County in general. He thinks this committee is in a good position to
express an opinion on it. He said that there needs to be a study about long range health issues
and the windborne problems. He had some ideas about where they should take some of the
water samples. Lastly, he has several photos of trash bags of fish collected by one of the
contractors. He talked to TDEC; they have no information on it. The photos were from a few days
ago and are time-stamped.

Andy Avel — Wanted to alert the committee to the fact that Tom Kilgore sent Anda Ray a letter
directing her to follow the CERCLIS process which is basically the Superfund process. This
committee needs to ask TVA what that means and how it will affect the cleanup.

Charlotte Phillips, Quarry Road resident — passed around pictures of trucks on that road and a
driver who made obscene gestures. Mr. Farmer said that he would contact the chairman of the
trucking alliance and bring it to his attention.

Sara McCoin — The committee needs to be aware of SB1331 which would lower the standards of
selenium. They need to contact Senator Yager and voice their opposition to the passage of this
bill. The committee needs to contact UT’s Jerry Dinkins about the fish. Her cousin on Swan Pond
Circle Road caught a catfish with a black belly.

Another gentleman asked about disposal of the fly ash. Mr. Farmer advised that there is no
proposal before this committee to put the fly ash in the landfill in Midtown.

TVA Update:

Bert Robinson, TVA Valley Relations, introduced Anda Ray, the Kingston Project Executive who
reports directly to Tom Kilgore; Katie Kline; and Gretchen Wahl of Jacobs Engineering.



opinion is that all of “downtown” Swan Pond is impacted. He mentioned that he had brought up
the idea of forming a coalition of several entities to sample a portion of one “bucket” of water to
see if and how the results differed.

Melinda Hillman asked if TVA is treating vacant property differently than improved property. Jill
Murphy asked if it is an “all or nothing” process. Troy Beets asked about the criteria used if
someone owning two adjacent parcels of property; one with a house (improvements) and one
without. Bobby Renfro asked if TVA use a “front end” policy or a “case by case” policy. TVA
answered by indicating that the policy has not been released.

Frank Kornegay mentioned the elevated radiological impact. Anda said it is elevated but still
about like low sodium table salt. Measurements are being taken 24/7; there is nothing airborne.

Bert then introduced Gretchen Wahl of Jacobs Engineering. She addressed the community
involvement plan. There will be interviews, questions about how the public would like to be
involved and the means of involvement — mailings, website, workshops, etc. Jill asked what had
been done in the last four months. Gretchen said that they were compiling information from the
website, outreach center, and are moving from a “time critical” mode to a “long term” mode.

Troy Beets recognized Rick Cantrell. Rick mentioned that there was a problem with the “cell 3"
data readings in the time period from January 3-9, 2009.

Bert then introduced Anda Ray — Anda mentioned that her mother grew up in Harriman and she
is now 77 years old. She said that at any point in time she will give the committee the best
information she can. Looking ahead — Waiting to sign contract with ORAU, hopefully within the
next 24 hours. Health screening — no one will have to be referred by a physician. Anyone who
thinks they have been affected by the ash can go and get tested — no “up front” cost. TVA will not
have access to any medical tests.

Melinda Hillman asked about the testing protocol. Local physicians will be educated. There is also
a contract with Ridgeview for stress-related effects.

TVA will send a plan to the State to do testing in the failed cell. Taking ash out of Swan Pond
embayment and moving it to the test site. There will be several independent observers. The plan
will be posted once it has been approved by the State and EPA.

Some potential disposal sites have been identified. Melinda asked what kind of rail cars will be
used to transport the fly ash. Several types are being looked at.

TVA is in the 3 week of dredging. The issues of how long and how much can be stored at the
temporary holding site were discussed. The issue of lawsuit immunity was addressed. TVA is
trying to be financially responsible without people having to take them to court. There are
multiple lawsuits with multiple plaintiffs; some of whom are not even from here. TVA is thinking
about the rate-payers of the valley. This is not saying that TVA will not be held responsible to the
impacted community and the county, it is simply asking for immunity from lawsuits.
