Minutes
Long Term Recovery Committee
May 6, 2009

Call to order:

Chairman Mike Farmer called the meeting to order at 4;30 p.m.

Approval of minutes:

Chris Mason made a motion, seconded by Jill Murphy, to approve the minutes of the April 22, 2009
meeting. Motion passed on a voice vote.

Hearing of Delegations:

Rick Cantrell (73 Paint Rock Ferry Road, Kingston) — Brought to the committee’s attention the problem
that Jack Arp is having. Mr. Arp and his family were moved from their property by TVA after the spill.
They have now been told they can go back to their house. Mrs. Arp has a letter from her doctor that she
does not need to live in the spill area because of her health. He also talked about Randy Ellis and his
father’s problems. They are still getting a lot of dust.

Steve Scarborough (680 Black Creek Road, Rockwood) — Wants the committee to listen to a podcast on
wuog.org. He took a water sample and brought it to the committee showing that there is about 1 4
teaspoons of ash in the water which is about 2% by volume. Once again he asks for the committee to make
a statement on TVA’s request for immunity from lawsuits.

Scott Boyes (166 Walton Road, Harriman) — showed pictures taken about 6 miles down the river. He has a
background in hazardous material handling. Was upset about the way TVA is handling the cleanup.

Chairman Farmer mentioned that it took 115 days for TVA to start getting the ash out of the water. He
expressed a couple of concerns: (1) air quality/health issues; and (2) flooding; among others.

Glen Sexton (455 Lake Harbor Subdivision) — Works for TVA at the steam plant. Has had his house on the
market since September. Had several calls a week from out of state people interested in his house before
the spill; now has none. TVA told him they were very sympathetic to his problem. He has two letters
saying that he is too far from the site for them to consider. He is asking for answers.

The committee is going to continue to try to get TVA to support the residents of Roane County. The
committee is a catalyst to effect that change. Melinda Hillman suggested that Mr. Sexton write to his
federal legislators and to Bob Tanner from Senator Boxer’s committee.

TVA General Update:

Bert Robinson — TVA — Valley Relations — introduced Anda Ray, Yvette Cantrell and Wilson Taylor.
Bert reported that TVA has dredged 102,000 cubic yards of material with 3 dredges in operation. Twenty-
three acres of flex terra has been applied (291 acres since January 31). Water trucks are being used to keep
the dust down. No significant changes have shown up in the cenosphere levels caused by dredging. Brush
cleanup is in progress. 40,000 air samples have been taken. 1100 surface water samples have been taken.
All the results are still within the national safety standards.

Wilson Taylor — TVA — Outreach — 85 properties have been closed on. They are working in accordance
with TVA policies and are trying to maintain accountability to the rest of the valley. Will continue to work
with people to resolve issues.



Renfro asked if there were any appraisalsuin the pr;)perty that were less than the amount the county had the
property appraised at. Anda said that they used only independent appraisers that were certified. The
question was raised about vacant lots again. Vacant lots are looked at based on that person’s issues.

Bobby Renfro deferred to Andy Avel relative to policy about involving community. Suggested that the
committee encourage TVA to do that.

--- 5 minutes recess --- The meeting resumed at 6:00 p.m.

Yvette Cantrell - Communications Plan — Just started interviews; plan to interview about 100 people. By
the end of next week 1/3 of the interviews will be done. The plan should be available by the first of August.
Melinda Hillman asked how they decided who to interview. Looked at a cross-section of residents — some
who were directly impacted, some who were not directly impacted, local leaders, clergy, environmentalists,
etc.

Anda Ray — The spill happened 4 2 months ago; as of 5 days ago Anda has been put in charge. She reports
directly to Tom Kilgore (sometimes twice a day); she has a deputy, Mike Scott. This is not TVA’s
expertise. There is a pending agreement with EPA and they will have someone on site who can make
decision about the work. She introduced Leo Francendese who is the on-site coordinator, he will be the
person we need to talk to. The rainfall is a major event right now. Debris removal is now 24/7 and she will
check on one of the issues a resident mentioned about large debris. The skimmer buoys have been taken up.
TVA is conducting a 15 rail car test to see if they can move the ash correctly. The destination is out of
state. That test should commence in the next 24-48 hours. TV A plans to move people into the houses they
have purchased in order to keep down vandalism. She mentioned the “dead fish in bags”. These fish had
hooks in them, had been there for a while. Workers have been told not to pick up the fish, but to take
pictures to document them. TVA listed to Dr. Button. Reiterated that anyone can come to the clinic.
ORAU is in charge, they will not even show records to TVA. They bill TVA and TVA pays the bill — that
is the only way TVA is involved. TVA will get any trending information. There is a pre-registration for the
clinic so that people can start going as soon as it is ready. Dredging plan has been revised because the
dredges that have been used are too small and are hitting debris and trees. Weir #1 remained intact. Weir #2
does not have the pressure on it that #1 does.

Melinda Hillman mentioned that TVA police have been out and about quite a bit and the neighborhood
appreciates that. Bobby Renfro mentioned that it might be a good idea to block the driveway to Steve
Blount’s property.

Chris Mason was disturbed about the policy that TVA is using to determine whose property was impacted.
He thinks that it needs to be re-evaluated. Obviously the problem is further out than TVA first thought.
TVA needs to base its policy on morals and values. He said that requests from the committee have been
cordial in the past and the committee might become more demanding if the problem continues. He was
upset over the language in Tom Kilgore’s letter about meeting at “an appropriate time”. He stated that the
appropriate time is now — put Roane County on the front burner — and deal with it. Anda said that she is
ready to set up an appointment with the County Executive and Chairman of this committee and address the
issue right away. The committee wants to be more closely included as we work through this. Mike brought
up Frank Kornegay’s comments about the aluminum factor and Anda told the committee that it had been
looked at and Frank had been called. Troy Beets stated that the City of Kingston is testing water at the
intake every day, raw and finished, and as of yesterday there was no appreciable change to Kingston’s
water.

Anda asked the committee to help plan a public meeting. The committee asked for the policy writers and
maybe even Tom Kilgore to be present to answer questions.
