Long Term Recovery Committee

October 7, 2009

Call to Order:

Acting Chairman Chris Mason called the meeting to order at 4:30 p.m. and declared a
quorum was present.

There were no minutes to be approved as the last meeting on August 26 did not have a
quorum.

Acceptance of Resignation:

Chairman Mason called for a motion to accept a letter of resignation from Bobby
Renfro. Motion was made by Chuck Strayer, seconded by Charlie Hensley, to accept Mr.
Renfro’s resignation. The motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

Chairman Mason then announced that Mike Farmer has appointed Randy Ellis to the
committee to fill the vacancy caused by Mr. Renfro’s resignation.

Hearing of Delegations:

Sarah McCoin — Swan Pond Circle Road

Had a question from her mother who was not able to attend. What will become of the
two lakes on both sides? The ash will be removed and the sloughs will be restored.
Tentative time frame: 3-5 years.

Rick Cantrell = 73 Paint Rock Ferry Road
Read a prepared statement about the formation of the Foundation.

Mary Helen Nichols — Midtown

Stated that she wants to be able to believe in the recovery; wants to be able to believe
the air she breathes is safe, and the water she drinks is safe. Asked that TVA give us back
what it took away.

Jessie Jones — Midtown Heights
Commented on the “60 Minutes” episode and the “image” of Roane County.

Sandra Gupton — 1307 Swan Pond Circle Road

Comments about property bought by TVA and property that was impacted and not
bought by TVA.

Chris Mason asked that Mike Farmer contact Mrs. Gupton's real estate firm.



Presentation by ORAU:

Jane Greenwalt talked about the medical screenings for people who believe they were
affected. 240 signed up; 42 have completed lab tests; 37 more appointments have been
scheduled. People from Vanderbilt haven seen 19 people and will be back October 19 to
see 40 more. Ms. Greenwalt will show the video portion of the presentation a little later
in the meeting.

Craig Zeller — EPA Non time-critical

Phase Il = engineering study — 2.5 million cubic yards of ash — work plan report coming
out soon for public comments and review.

Several alternatives are being studied regarding the removal of ash (and how much is to
be removed), disposal of ash (and where it will be disposed of), enhancement of dikes
and re-engineering.

Jill Murphy asked a question about the time-critical timetable and follow up long-term
study. Mr. Zeller said at this point they are gathering data and a decision should be
made by the end of 2011 or early 2012 and there would be follow-up sampling. Jill also
asked if any of the ash that was dredged out of the Clinch during the time critical period,
since it takes longer to ship off than dredge, would end up getting labeled "non time
critical." The answer was no it would not. Jill then asked about Clinch and Tennessee
legacy issues and Mr. Zeller said that he is working with DOE. Charlie Hensley
said that he would like to see the legacy issues looked at in long-term.

Jane Greenwalt presented the video portion of the ORAU presentation. After the
presentation, Mrs. Gupton (from audience) asked who the physician was; said her
doctor called and was told there was no such doctor. She also wanted to know who paid
for the medical screening. Randy Ellis said that from the onset TVA and TDEC were more
concerned about airborne particles. He wanted to know how a doctor was going to be
able to determine or prove that something was pre-existing. Someone from the
audience asked who is going to own the records. Vanderbilt will hold records and each
person will get a copy of his/her results.

TVA General Update:

Bert Robinson — Valley Relations — TVA

Introduced Anda Ray, Steve McCracken, Katie Kline and Jason Woodell. As of 10/2/09
1.4 million cubic yards was removed from the river which is a little over 1/3 of total ash.
71 unit trains with 630 tons left site; water trucks are on the road as needed; 112,000 air
samples have been taken. The recent rain has not elevated the turbidity levels; and TVA
is looking into options for relief of road closings.

Katie Kline- Outreach and community -

CAG meeting was September 24" A tour of the site set for October 9 for about 7
members of the CAG. A special meeting will be set up next week for Steve McCracken to
meet with the group. Concentrating on improving communications with the public.
