Minutes
Long Term Recovery Committee
December 16, 2009

Chairman Mike Farmer called the meeting to order and declared that a quorum was
present.

Approval of Minutes: There was a motion and second to approve the minutes of the
November 18, 2009 meeting as presented. Motion passed unanimously.

Hearing of Delegations:

Rick Cantrell - 73 Paint Rock Ferry Road - Kingston, TN - addressed the committee with a
comment about a mailing he had received. He asked for clarification of the number of
trucks that would be traveling the roads in the area. There will be 6-8 trucks for a total
number of 40-50 trips per day. He also said he would like to know that the TVA is going to
continue to monitor health issues on a long-term basis. Mike said that the Committee had
brought that up on several occasions but had never made a formal request. Chris Mason
made a motion, seconded by Randy Ellis, to send a letter to TVA requesting a long-term
health study. The motion passed unanimously on a voice vote. Chris mentioned that he
would like for the health study to be for a minimum of 20 years.

Steve Scarborough - Black Creek Road - Rockwood, TN - addressed the committee saying
that he owned property in the affected area. He stated that the deadline for public
comments has passed. Someone from TVA stated that the deadline has been extended till
Monday, December 21, 2009. He asked that the committee submit a formal comment. Mr.
Scarborough commented that a big concern that had not been addressed was the asthetic
value of whatever is done in the area. The said that the air will be safe but he wants to be
assured that there will be some semblance of the original beauty brought back to the area.

Jessica Steelman - 885 Swan Pond Road - Harriman, TN - addressed the committee with
her concerns. She said that she has been told that all the testing is coming back normal but
she is still sick. She asked for a guarantee from TVA that she will not become ill and die
because of the exposure to fly ash. Chairman Farmer assured Ms. Steelman that if she
would present her statement to the committee it would be forwarded to TVA.

Chairman Farmer introduced Rhea County Executive Billy Ray Patton and Meigs County
Mayor Ken Jones who were in the audience.
