Minutes

Long Term Recovery Committee

May 20, 2009

Call to order:

Chairman Mike Farmer called the meeting to order at 4:30 p.m.

Approval of minutes:

Motion was made by Troy Beets, seconded by Chris Mason, to approve the minutes of the May
13, 2009 meeting. Motion passed unanimously on a voice vote.

Hearing of Delegations:

Penny Dodson — P O Box 188 — Harriman TN (formerly 502 Swan Pond Circle) introduced Evyn
Davis, a special needs child with chronic bronchitis and asthma to the committee. She explained
that she had called TVA every day after the spill about concerns. Evyn got sick New Year's Eve
and had to be taken to the emergency room. She called TVA and they called right back to
relocate her family even before she got out the door to take him to the hospital. The doctors said
that Evyn’s sickness was most likely a result of airborne ash. They were relocated to a rental
house in West Shore. They received a letter from TVA that after July 9 they will not be assisted
anymore. Asked the committee what they are to do; who is going to help her.

Mike Farmer said the committee had taken the position that it did not feel it was appropriate for
the people who made the mess to be the ones in charge of deciding who is impacted.

Rick Cantrell — reiterated Ms. Dodson’s situation.

TVA General Update:

Bert Robinson introduced himself and Anda Ray and Katie Kline of TVA; along with Gretchen
Wahl of Jacobs. He proceeded with the project update: 14,000 cubic yards of ash has been
removed from the river this week — for a total of 138,000 cubic yards since January. 3 dredges
are in operation. 15 acres of flex terra was applied last week with a total of 306 acres being
applied since the end of January. Water trucks are being used for dust control. 43,000 air
samples and 1100 surface water samples have been taken

Gretchen Wahl — Jacobs — Update on Communications Plan — Gretchen is the community
relations specialist working with TVA and EPA on a community involvement plan. She has been
and will be interviewing people to find out concerns and the best way to communicate with the
committee and the citizens. Getting some good data and ideas. Should have something solid by
the end of July or the first of August.

Mike Farmer — still have an issue regarding communications period. Knoxville News-Sentinel
does a good job but it is probably not a good idea that the committee find out information from the
News-Sentinel instead of TVA.

Anda Ray — apologized to the committee and the citizens present for poor communications in the
past.

Troy Beets commented that poor communication is the worst thing that happened to Kingston —
Their number 1 issue is safety of the water; that is why Kingston has taken water samples of raw
and finished water daily. It is almost impossible to overcome the negative impact of poor
communications.



be working with local doctors, Covenant Health, and medical toxicologists to review
contaminants, develop protocol, develop a questionnaire to find out what people were exposed to
and what symptoms they are experiencing. They will get information from TVA and The
Tennessee Department of Health. They will determine the effects of the fly ash to the health of
the community and communicate those findings to all those affected. Individual appointments will
be set up. Charlie Hensley asked how they are going to determine if someone had symptoms
before the ash spill. Donna said that would be determined on an individual basis. They have a list
of 204 people who have called TVA and expressed concerns about health. She has a pamphlet
that will be available after the meeting for people to fill out and submit for an examination. They
will start with those closest to the spill and the ones who have expressed specific concerns. They
will probably set up 30 appointments per week and will get the results to the people as quickly as
possible. Mike asked about multiple teams at first to get through the backlog. Troy mentioned that
it would be a good idea to get the blood-work started first and then set up individual examinations.
Donna said that local doctors will have a copy of the protocol and they will help them know what
to look for in their patients. They will work with citizens about what type of information they would
like to have. They will prepare educational materials. Jill asked a time frame question for the
protocol — Donna said mid-July, hopefully earlier than that. A question was asked about treatment
—what is ORAU's level of participation as far as treatment goes. Donna said that she would have
an answer to that at the next meeting. Terri Likens asked how much ORAU anticipated that the
program would cost. Until they get into it there is no way of answering that question, but each
exam would probably cost at least $1,800 per person. Melinda asked if ORAU is going to work
with private physicians in the area. Donna answered in the affirmative.

Other Business

e Steve Scarborough said that he liked what he is hearing; it is a good first step. What he is
not hearing is the rest of the story. He mentioned the request that Dr. Button made for a
long term study on health effects. He also asked if there are plans to involve ATSDR.

e Brad Parman of the East Tennessee Regional Health Office introduced himself.
e There will be a public meeting June 11 at Roane State Community College.
e Stephanie Brown will make a presentation on CERCLIS at the June 3™ meeting.

« Anda reported on the May 4" ash migration event. She also reported that an RFP for
larger dredges is being prepared for a dredging company that will be there for the long
haul. Reported that in fact it is true that debris was pushed back into the river but it was
because a boom was about the break and they hoped to catch the debris in a lower area.
The rail test was completed and TVA learned that the cars will have to be lined and
covered. Work on railroad spurs will cause Swan Pond Road to have to be closed again,
hopefully after Memorial Day and before July 4". An action memo is due Friday. Since
Leo Francendese came on board officially every option is available again. Bobby Renfro
asked if there is a possibility of approaching the problem from the back of the property.
Leo said that is a possibility in some instances. Anda reported that TVA management and
management contractors will occupy the homes that have been purchased so that they
will not be empty. TVA will keep up the mowing etc. of those properties also.
