Minutes
Long Term Recovery Committee
June 10, 2009

Call to Order:
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Mike Farmer at 4:30 p.m.

Chairman Farmer mentioned that over the weekend we had a visit from Congresswoman Eddie
Bernice Johnson, Chair of the U. S. House of Representatives Subcommittee on Water
Resources and Environment. That committee is an oversight committee for TVA. 70+ people
attended the meeting.

Chairman Farmer reiterated that the Long Term Recovery Committee is still gathering
information.

Hearing of Delegations:

Brad Parman — East Tennessee Regional Health Office — Knoxville
e Announced again that the ATSDR meeting will be tomorrow, June 11, at Roane State
Community College in the O’'Brien Building, Room 101, at 6:00 p.m,

Scott Boyes — 166 Walton Road, Harriman, TN

e Thanked TVA for their response. Impressed to see debris being moved.

* Please to see that the Emory River is open again. Suggested that TVA put more sand at
the sandbar — add rinse stations.

* Asked if there are any specific decontamination procedures to be followed when boats
are taken out of the water.

e Commented that hurricane season will be coming up in a few months and that can cause
damages to waterways.

e Asked about Kingston water supply — got report for 2008 — is there any sampling data?
Mentioned that only 50 contaminants are being looked for.

¢ Long Term —Who wants to develop property on Watts Bar Lake now? He stated he has a
permit to build but doesn't believe anyone will be interested in buying. Are there low
interest or no interest loans for developers?

(Chairman Farmer said that the committee would be happy to pass these

questions/comments along but asked that citizens use the website to send

comments/questions to the committee to forward to TVA or the appropriate agency.) (Mayor

Miller of Rockwood said that Rockwood water samples are also posted online.)

Steve Scarborough: - 680 Black Creek Road, Rockwood TN
e The Emory River is open for traffic but EPA has set boundaries
e Attended Congresswoman Johnson’s hearing Sunday afternoon, also please with the
tour. Testimony is still open.
e Had 6 steps to recovery for TVA:
o TVA should commit to prompt open and honest communication with everyone.
o TVA should immediately disconnect any release for medical and health claims
from the real estate transactions with people whose houses and farms have been
damaged lost value or can no longer be reliably marketed.
o TVA should develop a health insurance program to cover the people who live or
work, not only in the shadow of the smokestacks but downwind of its emissions.
o TVA has publicly vilified the very people it has harmed when it stated that it has
to deny claims of people who live well away from the disaster site in order to
protect ratepayers.



o TVA should immediately take steps to purchase at fair market value as of a
reasonable date prior to December 22, 2008 any property or real estate in Roane
County that the owner s=wishes to sell.

o TVA should immediately withdraw its legal filing claiming legal immunity.

Wilson Taylor — TVA

(Interim housing)

e Said that interim housing was used for 22 families and 12-14 are still in interim housing.
He stressed that at the outset, the earliest date that TVA was asking people to move from
interim housing was June 30", TVA is working with the families on a case-by-case basis
as to their needs.

(Property Purchases)

* 114 property purchases have been closed

e 38 are pending — offer made, accepted

e 10 offers have been declined

e 14 properties are still in the stage of gathering information with which to make an offer

(Melinda Hillman asked a question about how many properties were owned and how many

were rentals)

(Other)
¢ TDEC is available to assist people if they want more sampling
e TVAis in the process of getting signs to be put on vehicles
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with summer coming on. Thinks that smell may come from decomposing material.

Addressed the question of exposure to workers. Following stringent standards for worker
safety. Some workers even wear samplers. Training workers to keep equipment clean,
boots clean. TVA has jumpsuits for workers who are afraid they will carry contaminants
home on their clothing.

Week of June 22™ there will be a Joint meeting involving TVA, EPA, TDEC, Corps of
Engineers, Coast Guard, etc.

TVA will continue to work on prompt and open communications

As far as not communicating with residents who have hired attorneys, the Code of Ethics
does not allow TVA to initiate contact with them; or they need a letter from the attorney
allowing specific subjects. This also applies to sub-contractors working for TVA.
