Minutes
Long Term Recovery Committee
July 15, 2009

Members Present:

Call to Order:
Chairman Mike Farmer called the meeting to order and declared a quorum was
present.

Approval of Minutes:

Frank Kornegay made a motion, seconded by Chuck Strayer to approve the
minutes of the July 1, 2009 minutes as presented. Motion passed unanimously
on a voice vote.

Hearing of Delegations:

Rick Cantrell — 73 Paint Rock Ferry Road — Kingston
(1)  Rick explained that the definition of “impacted” is “directly affected”.

Chairman Farmer mentioned that he had a difficult time understanding why only
approximately 31 people (not including those responsible for the meeting)
showed up when Congresswoman Johnson came to town. He said that this
committee is trying to, and is in the process of, gathering information, but does
not have power over TVA. He asked Mr. Cantrell for specific ideas about what to
do. Rick mentioned that legislators need to come to some of the meetings.

Mike presented his analogy of why he thinks TVA, the people who caused the
disaster, should not be the one making the decisions about who/what was
impacted.

Discussion of Root Cause Analysis:

Chairman Farmer said that he was alarmed by the Root Cause Analysis and
asked for input from the committee members. The ash mountain evolved over
time. It came to a point on Thursday, December 17, 2009 at approximately 5:00
p.m. The failure on December 22, 2009 was essentially because there was
inadequate foundation. In 1996 TVA identified a potential issue and moved the
wall back 200 feet but still did not have adequate foundation.
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Mike asked if there were any words that came to mind that should be
reverberated through the committee. Negligence, gross negligence, and maybe
even criminal negligence were brought up by committee members. Frank
Kornegay said that it was recognized that 3 of 4 failure modes were present.

Steve Scarborough advised the committee that another congressional hearing
was going to be held next week. The failure analysis report is going to be
reviewed by the congressional committee.

There were two reports; one by AECOM and one by another agency. Mike
Farmer mentioned that both reports refer to the 62 foot mountain of ash with no
foundation.

Mark Hall asked if they had done a core sample to see what ash was at the
bottom. They said “no”. How did they know that 4,000 gallons per minute was
seeping out?

On the 200 foot setback was there some engineering work done? Why did they
make the decision to move back 200 feet? Dike C had eminent and real failure
and would not hold so they just moved back 200 feet.

Sarah McCoin said that all the pertinent information was not delivered to AECOM
by TVA.

Frank Kornegay said only one part of Dike 2 had a moderately safe foundation. It
was just lucky it was tied to an island.

This ash pond is sitting in a cove off the end of the river. The river is water. We
have ash sitting below the water level. Should someone be surprised that it did
not drain out?

Other Business:

Bobby Renfro said that for about 6 months he was by there every day and saw
TVA install site poles about 50 yards from the railroad tracks, 6 foot high, and all
the way around the dike; then at least every 2 weeks an engineer or someone
was shooting those holes. He asked what they were doing. They did not give him
any kind of answer. They were just subcontractors. It was a portion of the part
that collapsed. Sarah McCoin said that she was told the purpose was to
measure movement.
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
