July 29, 2009

Call to Order:

Troy Beets, Acting Chair, called the meeting to order at 4:30 p.m. and declared
that a quorum was present.

Approval of Minutes:

Chuck Strayer made a motion, seconded by Mike Shelton, to approve the
minutes of the July 15, 2009 meeting as presented. Motion passed unanimously
on a voice vote.

Troy Beets submitted a statement from Mike Farmer and asked that it be
included as part of the record of today's meeting. He said that he wanted to state
that he was very disappointed by the Inspector General's report. There were
things he didn’t understand but all in all it was a pretty damning report. He
pointed out that Bert, Anda, Katie and Jason were here as the messengers and
we will continue to work with them and treat them with respect. He said again
that he was very disappointed by the report and that he would like for Tom
Kilgore or some of the Board members to answer some questions brought out by
the report.

Hearing of Delegations:

Rick Cantrell — 73 Paint Rock Ferry Road, Kingston, TN

- Rick said that whether this committee likes it or not the County Commission
decided to negotiate with TVA about the landfill. He quoted from the
newspaper's account of the Inspector General's report .. .TVA treated ash
like general garbage instead of material that posed danger to the public and
the environment.”

Penny Branham — Webster Pike, Harriman, TN

- Asked several questions about what TVA is going to do. Troy advised her to
talk with Leo Francendese after the meeting.
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Mary Helen Nichols — Midtown

Ms. Nichols said that she doesn't know what role this committee plays in
what happens to Midtown. She heard on TV that TVA did not do its job. She
said “don’t bring your coal ash down there, leave us alone. You will not come;
we won't let you". She also said that they had appealed to the County
Commission but the Commissioners wouldn't listen.

Jessie Jones — 115 Shady Lane, (Midtown Heights), Harriman, TN

Ms. Jones stated that TVA has obtained enough property to deal with the ash
spill. They do not need to come to the County Commission to bring it into
another community. She said the community is much bigger than "you
people” have any idea.

TVA General Update:

Bert Robinson — TVA - Valley Relations

Introduced Anda Ray, Katie Kline, and Jason Woodle

Acknowledged that it has been an extremely tough set of months; and a
really bad couple of weeks. Larry McCoy, a truck driver, was fatally injured in
an accident at the site. He was delivering flexible pipe and the load was
unstable and shifted and rolled onto him.

Anda Ray — TVA - Senior Vice President of the Office of Environment and
Research

TVA has had a “wake up call”’. Focus has been on the “what". Focus is now
on the “why”. Several reports have been released that point out TVA's
deficiencies: deficiency in process, deficiency in system, deficiency in
controls, deficiency in performance, deficiency in roles and responsibilities;
deficiency in philosophy, deficiency in management, etc. Those of us today
are accountable for what happened. Some action has been taken: 70% of
management team has been replaced; old impoundments have been looked
at more closely; half a million cubic yards of ash has been taken out of the
river.

She is very saddened by events. TVA's legacy should be smarter, more
responsible.

TVA has committed to switch to dry ash storage, at the Kingston plant, and at
all impoundments.

Charlie Hensley asked about the gypsum. Anda said that currently the plan is to
put it in pond, currently wet storage. TVA is trying to sell as much as possible.
Troy Beets said that his trust in TVA was shaken hard and it would hard for it to
be restored.

Anda said that TVA's 12,000 employees and 20,000 contractors are ashamed to
admit they work for and with TVA. TVA has hurt itself as well as the citizens of
Roane County.
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- As of today, 48 individuals have signed up for medical screenings. There is

also a list from TVA with about 200 people who contacted them. She is in the
process of sending information out to them now.

- A contract has been reached with Vanderbilt for a toxicologist.
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
