Call to Order:
Chairman Farmer called the meeting to order and declared a quorum was present.

Approval of Minutes:

Motion was made by Chris Mason, seconded by Chuck Strayer, to approve the minutes of the
July 29, 2009 meeting as presented. Motion passed on a unanimous voice vote.

Hearing of Delegations:

Scott Boyes — 166 Walton Road, Harriman TN

e Mr. Boyes has worked as a hazardous materials manager and shipper and is a General
Contractor in Tennessee. He has a specialty license to do air, water and soil remediation.

e He said: “Anda Ray has asked for trust” He said he had a problem with that. If an
organization knew 25 years ago we had problems and willfully did nothing about it, that's
a problem.

» He said that the other thing that he wants to point out here is “where is DOE?" This power
was here originally to build the bomb. Quite frankly that pile of ash out there is part of the
same problem. It's a legacy of the Manhattan days. There should be some consideration
here of that.

e He would like to ask the committee to consider two things:

o We need a private company to operate these fossil fuel plants; or
o We need a fossil fuel regulatory commission

Other Business:

Chairman Farmer said that August 20 the TVA Board of Directors is meeting for their quarterly
meeting. Tomorrow is the deadline to be put on the agenda.

Troy Beets said that the meeting at ORAU was a good one. He would like to see Donna Cragle
(ORAU) and someone from Vanderbilt come to the committee and make about a 20-minute
presentation.

Jane Greenwalt reported that ORAU is continuing medical screenings. Eighty-two people have
signed up. ORAU is about to start calling people to set up appointment. As soon as the Internal
Review Board has given the okay, calls will be made; probably around the 17" of August. Greg
Nichols will be working with Donna Cragle of ORAU.

Chris Mason asked how long the screening will go on. There will be an initial exam and one or
two follow ups. He thinks the committee should request long-term monitoring. He also asked how
long you have to sign up. It is important for anyone who even thinks they need to be examined to
go ahead and sign up now. The validity of the exams will be increased by establishing a base-line
now. It is still close enough to the time of the spill that it can be considered a time zero review.

Scott Boyes asked about animals. That question has not been raised before.
