Minutes
Long Term Recovery Committee
November 18, 2009

Call to Order: Chairman Farmer called the meeting to order at 4:30 p.m. and declared a
quorum was present.

Approval of Minutes: Randy Ellis made a motion, seconded by Troy Beets, to approve the
August 12, 2009 minutes. Motion passed on a voice vote. Frank Kornegay made a motion,
seconded by Jim Watts, to approve the October 7, 2009 minutes. Motion passed on a voice
vote.

Acceptance of Resignation: A letter of resignation was submitted by Melinda Hillman.
Charlie Hensley made a motion, seconded by Jill Murphy, to accept Ms. Hillman'’s
resignation with regret. Motion passed on a voice vote.

Hearing of Delegations:
Brenda Timm - CAG Public Meeting has been tentatively set for December 14, 2009.

Mary Helen Nichols - Midtown: Had questions about the right to speak to the committee.
Mr. Farmer assured her that this was a forum for anyone who wanted to speak, and that
she had never not been allowed to speak. However, the committee did ask for comments to
be kept short and to the point.

Rick Cantrell - 73 Paint Rock Ferry Road - Kingston: Still asking for TVA'’s policy on
deciding what property to purchase. Area property has been devastated and devalued. He
has heard a rumor that TVA may be looking at selling some property as early as the first
quarter of 2010. Chris Mason remarked that the LTRC has been asking for that same policy.

Chairman Farmer asked if there was anyone else who wished to address the committee. No
one responded and Chairman Farmer declared the Hearing of Delegations portion of the
meeting closed. He then acknowledged Randy Ellis who stated that he had invited Teresa
Kirkham to attend the meeting to answer questions.

Report from Teresa Kirkham - Roane County Property Assessor:

Ms. Kirkham said that the County Board of Equalization had authorized the Property
Assessor’s office to change the tax bill of 10 properties that were not purchased by TVA.
Those properties were considered waterfront before December 22, 2008 and are now
classified as non-usable lake front property. This is for one year only at this time. Teresa
told the committee that in the Spring of 2010 everyone in the county will receive a
reappraisal on their property. Randy said that he would like for the County Commission
and the County Executive to reduce these people’s taxes.
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Mr. Robinson reported that 1.9 million cubic yards of ash has been removed from the river.
The 100t train is currently being loaded for removal from the area. TVA has received
approval for the final cleanup. 132,000 air samples have been taken and deemed safe.
Fossil plant scrubber will be tied into plant in the next few weeks. Contract for utility
repair has been awarded and will begin in the next few weeks.

Gretchen Wall - Public Interface: Attended CAG meeting on November 5. Pubic comment
period has been extended through December 20, 2009. Held an availability session on
November 10%, with another scheduled for December 8t at the --- from 5:30 - 7:30 p.m.
Trying to get on a schedule of meeting the second Tuesday of each month.

Jason Woodell: 148 properties have been purchased and all owners have been notified.
Mike Farmer asked about a breakdown on the 173 properties - 148 were purchased, are
the other 25 in litigation or just did not want to sell? Is there any plan at this point in time
to either produce or release the TVA policy on land acquisition? Randy asked if TVA
classified impact zones. What was the criteria?

Mark Hall yielded to Rick Cantrell. Mr. Cantrell stated once again that he had been working
with a family who owned a trailer home on some property but did not own the property
and said that TVA would not deal with them because they were not the property owners.
All they want is for TVA to purchase their trailer so they can get out of the area.

Jill Murphy asked how TVA is going to sell the property they have purchased. The answer
was that the TVA act says that surplus property has to be sold at public auction.

Someone asked Mr. McCracken if the lowering of the water level is helping the dredging
work. He said that is making the dredging efforts better.

Discussion of LTRC's Mission Statement:

Chairman Farmer read the opening paragraph of the Mission Statement and the Goal. The
Core Objectives were next to be discussed. It was decided that the committee is making
good progress on the first core objective of gathering input from stakeholders as to the long
term health and environmental impacts resulting from the TVA ash spill. ORAU had expected
about 70 participants and 230 have actually signed up. Kingston is taking water samples
10 times per week. Air monitors area monitoring the air. Core Objective 1l - soliciting input
from various stakeholders to reestablish and improve the quality of life enjoyed prior to the
spill to determine the economic impact of the ash spill. The committee needs to take a closer
look at B, C, & D under this objective. The committee has informed TVA that it will not
accept the continuation of the current methods of ash storage at the Kingston Fossil Fuel
