e He commented that TVA had stated that it was not their policy to purchase
lots that were owned by people who did not live in the area. He handed
out a list of properties that had been purchased before and after that
statement and lots had been purchased in both time frames.

e He commented that he had spoken with Victor from the TDEC Division of
Air Pollution Control about a dust sample report and was told that no
action would be taken; monitors show no significant fly ask in the
environment.

family. He said that they had tried to get financing for new homes and had
been turned down.
